The temple’s overall income decreased during the year and it was mainly due to the following:

o Increase in interest received as all bank loans were repaid in the previous year.

PAYE and NI payments to HMRC are settled regularly on a monthly basis to reduce the overall liability.

The temple’s property was let out throughout the year 2012-13 resulting in steady property income, with
minimum maintenance costs.

The temple has a surplus balance in form of bank balance and deposits of £257,540 and has no debts or
overdrafts at the year end.

Finally the temple is progressing well and is in line to meets its future plans of redevelopment of the existing
premises as well as the new property.

Zero is a numerical or symbolic
representation of Nirguna Brahman or
the Brahman who is without a form and
without qualities.

The principal of his college, Professor Hastie, once remarked: "Narendra is a real
genius. | have travelled far and wide, but have not yet come across a lad of his talents
and possibilities even among the philosophical students in the German universities. He is
bound to make his mark in life."

Narendranath once went to Devendranath Tagore, the leader of the Brahm Samaj, and
asked him: "Sir, have you seen God?" The old man was embarrassed by the question, and
replied, "My boy, you have the eyes of a Yogi. You should practice meditation." The youth
was disappointed, but he received no better answer from the leaders of other religious
sects whom he approached with the same question.

"l am indebted to my mother for the efflorescence of my knowledge."

THE FIRST MEETING WITH HIS GURUJI -
SHREE RAMKRISHNA:

As recommended by his professor, Narendranath approached
Shri Ramkrishna at Dakshineswar. Narendranath asked him the
question which he had asked others often before: "Sir, have
you seen God?" "Yes, answered Shri Ramkrishna, "l see Him
just as | see you here, only | see Him in a much intense
manner. God can be realised; one can see and talk to Him
as | am doing with you. But who cares to do so? People
shed torrents of tears for their wife and children for wealth
and property, but who does so for the sake of God? If one
weeps sincerely for Him. He surely manifests Himself."

This startling reply impressed Narendranath at once. For the first time, he had found a
man who could say that he had seen God, and recognised that religion was a reality to be
felt. As he listened, he could not but believe that Shri Ramkrishna spoke from the depths
of his own realisations.

Everywhere the door was slammed in his (Vivekananda's) face. Friends turned into
enemies in an instant. Creditors began knocking at the door. Often he went without food
so that others at home might have a better share. He was face to face «

with realities and the world appeared to him to be the creation of a
devil.

Nevertheless, the protégé of Sri Ramkrishna did not lose his faith
in God and divine mercy.

After the death of his Guruji Shri Ramkrishna, young Narendranath

went to live in a rented house in Baranagar. Although old, the ’
house was very far away from the noise and bustles of the city |
and it was on the banks of the river Ganga. It was very close |
to the tomb of Shri Ramkrishna. So, the Mutt (Monastery) was |
opened there. The young monk had two goals — Salvation '
and the Service to follow men. Many other young disciples |
followed him, where Narendranath lead the institution.

THE FIRST SPEECH - CHICAGO, USA:

The first session of the Parliament was held on Monday, 11th
September 1893, in the spacious hall of the Art Palace; and its huge
galleries were packed with nearly 7,000 people-men and women
representing the best culture of the country. Representatives of
all organized religions-Hinduism, Jainism Buddhism, Christianity,
Confucianism, Mohammedanism, and Mazdaism-were there,
and amongst them was Swami Vivekananda, who represented no
particular sect. the Swami represented nothing and yet everything.
Cardinal Gibbons, the highest prelate of the Roman Catholic
Church in the U.S.A., opened the meeting with a prayer ...
and, after that, Dr. Barrows, the Chairman, introduced



the delegates one by one. All of them, except Swami

Vivekananda, read prepared for the first time, and his

heart was fluttering and his tongue dried up. He was so Awa ke,
nervous that he did not speak in the morning session. arise’

In the end, when he could no longer put off his turn,
he stepped up to the rostrum and, in his mind, bowing and
down to Saraswati Devi, began to speak. No sooner

had he addressed the assembly "Sisters and Brothers Stcp nct
of America" than there was deafening applause lasting

for full two minutes. The audience rose as one man to till the
express heartfelt appreciation for the warm feelings .
which those five simple words conveyed to them. Others soal IS

addressed them in the set way, but the Swami touched

the deepest cord of their hearts by discarding the formality reae hed
and stressing the kinship of humanity with such sincerity.

After the applause had subsided, the Swami made a brief

speech:

“l am proud to belong to a religion which has taught the world both tolerance and
universal acceptance. We believe not only in universal toleration, but we accept all
religions as true. | am proud to belong to a nation which has sheltered the persecuted
and the refugees of all religions and nations of the earth. | am proud to tell you that
we have gathered in our bosom the purest remnant of the Israelites, who came to
Southern India and took refuge with us in the very year in which their holy temple
was shattered to pieces by Roman tyranny.”

A ROLE MODEL

Swami Vivekanand played an integral part towards shaping of modern India.
Socialism, secularism, mass uplift and mass power, treating the untouchables
with compassion, universal literacy, informal education, women’s liberation
and inculcation of social service as a part of the religious worship — these
constituted the basic points for reforms by Swami Vivekanand. His famous
#., words “Awake, arise, and stop not till the goal is reached” still resonate
N v among the youths of India, rousing their consciousness and kindling their
damp spirits.

“Give me 100 energetic young men and | shall transform India”, Vivekananda had
said. His faith in the Indian youth never wavered. “My faith is in younger generation,
modern generation. Out of them will come my workers. They will work out whole
problems like lions.” He believed and lived by the ideals of Tyag (Sacrifice) and Seva
(Service).

On 4 July 1902, Swami Vivekananda died aged just 39. In less than four decades, he
achieved greatness and impacted millions not just in India but all over the world. Here
was a man who reached out to the youth with what he said, what he did and what he

preached.

UTTARAKRAND

In June 2013, a multi-day cloudburst centred
on the North Indian state of Uttarakhand
caused devastating fl oods and landslides in the
country's worst natural disaster since the 2004
tsunami. Destruction of bridges and roads left
about 100,000 pilgrims and tourists trapped in
the valleys leading to three of the four Hindu
Chota Char Dham pilgrimage sites.

The upper Himalayan territories of Himachal
Pradesh and Uttarakhand are full of forests
and snow-covered mountains and thus remain
relatively inaccessible. They are home to several
major and historic Hindu pilgrimage sites
besides several tourist spots and trekking trails.
Heavy rainfall for four consecutive days as well
as melting snow aggravated the fl oods. Due
to poor weather forecast, thousands of people
were caught unaware of tragedy unfolding
around them.

Although the Kedarnath Temple itself had not
been damaged, its base was inundated with
water, mud and boulders from the landslide,
damaging its perimeter. Many hotels, houses
and shops around the temple in Kedarnath
township were destroyed, resulting in several
casualties.

The Uttarakhand Government announced
that due to the extensive damage to the
infrastructure, the temple will be temporarily
closed to regular pilgrims and tourists for a
year or two, but the temple rituals will still be
maintained by priests.

Seeing such desvastation and loss of lives,
Shree Hindu Temple committee members and
volunteers decided to raise funds and pledged
2 lakh Rupees, most of these were donated
by members and volunteers. A cheque of
£3,300 was presented to Swami Ramdeviji live

on Astha television on 21 September 2013
at Maher Centre, by Mr Mayurbhai Sisodia,
Mr Khemrajbhai Gohel and Mr Jagdishbhai
Chauhan towards the Uttrakhand fl ood relief
fund.

Shree Hindu Temple and Community Centre is
the only temple organisation in the UK to give
such a fund to Uttrakhand fl ood relief, this is a
great achievement for our small temple and it
has been recognised by many local and national
newspapers.

On behalf of entire committee members, trustee
board and volunteers, we sincerely thank all
those who helped in raising this fund. Our well
wishes with people of Uttrakhand and those
affected by this natural disaster.
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How to visit a Hindu Temple:

What you will see and what it means

Temples are built to worship God and Deities.
God, who is the one Supreme Being with
thousands of names; and Deities, who are
individual divine beings, such as Lord Ganesh
or Hanuman, created by the Supreme God to
perform specific duties in the cosmic evolution.
God and the Deities are real; The Hindu priest
acts as a communicater between God and his
devotees by doing puja/worship to temporarily
intensify the power of the Temple. When the puja
is done with loving devotion, there is an instant
connection between God and the devotees; the
Deities hover around and through the physical
Temple and great blessings pour out to the
devotees.

Let's Go to The Temple!

You will want to look and feel your best when
you go to visit the Temple, God's home. Prepare
yourself by bathing and putting on clean clothing.
Traditional dress is best - saris or long dresses
for ladies; long dresses for girls, vethis (dhotis)
for men and boys. But any nice, modest clothing
suitable for sitting on the floor is OK. Prepare your
mind too, by thinking about God in anticipation
of your visit. Devotees usually bring offerings for
God, such as fruits and flowers. As a symbol of
respect remove your shoes before entering the
Temple. Greet the Deities one after the other at
their shrines, starting with Ganesh, by putting
your hands together in Namaskar and offering
each a flower or fruit. Bow your head to show
God the thought process that is taking place in
your head. Feel the sannidhya-the overwhelming
divine presence of God in the Temple.

The Outer Puja

This Puja is conducted by a trained priest called
a Pujari/Maaraj. A Hindu worship service or Puja
is similar to a grand reception for a King. Pujas
can last from ten minutes to several hours, but all
follow one basic pattern. First, the Pujari purifies
the atmosphere and blesses the sacred objects
used in the Puja. He chants in Sanskrit the time,
place and purpose of this particular Puja, as well
as the names shloks of the Deity being invoked.
He requests the Deity to come and be in the
image. Chanting Sanskrit mantras and hymns
from the ancient Vedas, the Pujari offers rice, oil,

lights, incense, vibuthi, water, kumkum, turmeric,
flowers and food to the Deities. Sometimes milk,
rosewater, sandalwood paste and yogurt are
poured over the Deities in a ritual bath called
Abhishek. After the Abhishek, the sanctum
curtains are closed for 10 to 30 minutes while the
Deities are dressed in new clothes and beautifully
decorated with flowers. At this point, devotees
usually sing devotional songs. After the curtain is
opened, flowers are offered by the Pujari during
the chanting of 108 names of God.

Next, at the high point of the Puja, a large sacred
lamp is waved before the Deity and the Temple
bells are rung loudly as God sends his power
through the holy image of himself. When the
sacred light is lowered, everyone prostrates: men
flat on the floor, face down, arms outstretched
in front; women by kneeling and touching their
head to the floor, hands together, palms down,
in front of their head. The burning light is then
carried out to the worshippers who often leave
a donation on the tray (or later in the Temple
donation or offering box). Finally, the vibhuti, holy
water, sandalwood paste, kumkum, fruit and
flowers are passed out. Afterwards, you may sit
in quiet meditation.

Temple Manners

Be respectful to God and others that are present
in the Temple at all times. Bring your problems,
your wishes or your sorrows but leave improper
manners outside as you enter this holy sanctuary.
Never enter one of the shrines or chamber
or touch the Deities; never sit with your feet
pointing toward the Deities, the Guru or another
person (these are considered to be improper
or disrespectful manners). Hugging and other
demonstrations of affection are out of place.
Aside from these few restrictions, be yourself
and worship as you wish to, for the Temple is the
place to work with your problems, not to pretend
you don't have any. Meditation is common, but
emotion is not out of place. You can be lost in
the joy of worshipping God, suffering the sorrow
of a great personal loss or celebrating a Hindu
festival. God will receive your devotion, however
you offer it.
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SACRAMENTS

Taking the Sacred Flame - Arti

The burning light which has just been used at the
high point of the Puja to worship God is passed
among the devotees to allow you to "take the
flame" by quickly passing your hands over it.
This is a very important part of the Puja, for God
can see and bless you through this flame as it
lights up your face. When the Pujari comes over
to you with this holy light, hold your hands a few
inches apart with your palms down. Reach out
and quickly pass both hands over the flame.
Then bring your hands back, turn your palms
toward your face and touch your eyes with your
finger tips. Do this three times. Parents can do
this for children until they learn how.

Vibhuti & Holy Water

The next item passed out is Vibhuti or Holy Ash.
This is made by burning dried cow dung cakes
into a pure whitish ash. It is a symbol of purity we
can attain by burning the "three bonds" - ego,
ignorance and bad karma - to reveal the soul's
natural goodness. The Pujari will put a pinch of
Vibhuti into your right palm. (Take all offerings
with your right hand - it is disrespectful to receive
something in the left). Put the Vibhuti into your
left palm, then rub the first three fingers of your
right hand in it to pick up some, and finally draw
three broad lines across your forehead with the
three fingers. This represents the conquest of the
three bonds. Next, a small spoonful of blessed
Holy Water is given into your cupped right hand,
which you can drink to purify our soul.

Sandalwood & Kumkum

Chandan or sandalwood paste is a traditional
precious substance, valued for its wonderful
scent. A small dab is placed in your hand, which
you transfer to your left palm with a wiping
motion. Dip your right-hand ring finger into the
paste and apply a small dot on your forehead
(the third eye of knowledge). Rub your hands
together to spread any left-over paste onto both
palms. Kumkum, a red powder, is next. Moisten
your third finger with the leftover sandalwood
paste. Then put your finger into the Kumkum
container which the priest will hold for you.
Never moisten your finger with saliva. Apply the
Kumkum on top of the sandalwood. The three
stripes of Vibhuti and the sandalwood/Kumkum
dot on the forehead identify the worshipper as a
devotee of God Shiv.

Archana

Archna is a special short Puja done by the priest
for an individual, usually after the main Puja. Itis a
way of asking God for something important, such
as success in school or business, or to express
thanks for good fortune. Inform the Pujari that
you want to carry out Archana Puja, and he will
tell you when it can be done. You should bring
fruit and flowers on an offering tray (which can
also have a coconut, incense, Kumkum and/or
sandalwood paste). As you stand in front of the
Deities' shrine or the chamber, the Pujari will ask
your name, gotra (family lineage), and birth star
(or sign). During the short puja you can mentally
pray to God for your special needs. Finally, the
Pujari will return part of your blessed offerings to
you which you may then take home.

Visit Shree Hindu Temple as often as possible.
Remove any footwear at designated area.

Observe the queue for '‘Darshan’ or the act of
seeing the idol.

If you have brought something to offer to the
Deities, hand it over to the Pujari sitting just
outside the idol's chamber

When you finally get to see the idol from as
close as you can, join the palms of your hands
near the heart into a namaskar and bow.

Keep your phones off and observe silence.

Bath, wash and wear traditional Indian
clothing/dress when visiting.

Ask questions, which is the only way to gain
knowledge

Take part in daily Arti, Pujas and rituals such
as Havan, Katha or the chanting of Bhajans.

Bring your friends with you.

Do not bring any meat, alcohol, tobacco, drug
realated products into the Temple.

Do not visit the Temple under influence of
alcohol.

Do not smoke in the Temple or near the
Temple.

Do not enter the idol chamber.
Do not make noise or talk loudly at anytime.
Do not dis-respect anyone.

Shree Hindu
Temple Tour

This is Lord Ganesh, the son of Lord Shiv
and Parvati. His shrine is always found in all
Hindu Temples. He is one of the main Deities,
and is responsible for removing obstacles, no
ceremony takes place without a first prayer to
Lord Ganesh.

This is the inside of Shree Hindu Temple &
Community Centre, Leicester. Originally, a
telecom exchange building. Shree Hindu
Temple was founded in 1969 by members of
the Hindu Community in the city, who had
fled Uganda in the early 1970s.

The interior of the Temple is brightly
coloured and decorated with lights, tinsel
and garlands. This structure above the main
shrine symbolises the Temple - and has an
orange flag flying. Traditionally, all Hindu
Temples fly the orange flag.

Bells are found in all Hindu Temples. No Temple
is complete without them. The first thing that the
Devotees do when they come into the Temple, is
ring the bell. It alerts the Deities to the presence
of the worshipper and to their prayers.

. The Shiv Ling
is dedicated to
Lord Shiv. It is
best described
. as the object of
creation. Shiv Ling
is the only shrine,
which is brought
in through the roof
of the building. The
rest of the Deities
are brought in
through the doors.

Durga Mata (Goddess Durga or Mother Durga)
is the mother of the universe and believed
to be the power behind the work of creation,
preservation, and destruction of the world. Since
the beginning of time, she has been worshipped
as the supreme power of the Supreme Being
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and has been mentioned in
many scriptures. The word
"Durga" in Sanskrit means
a fort, or a place which is
difficult to overrun. Another
meaning of "Durga" is
% "Durgatinashini,”  which
literally  translates into
"the one who eliminates
sufferings." There are
many incarnations of Durga;
Kali, Bhavani, Ambika, etc.

The main shrines in the
Temple are that of Shree
Radha & Krishna and Shree
. Ram, Sita, Laxman and
Hanumanii.

{ Shree Krishna is the eighth
& incarnation of Lord Vishnu.
. He was born to Devki and
® \/asudev. He is considered
to be a warrior, hero, a
teacher and philosopher.
The relationship of
Radha and Krishna is
. the embodiment of love,
passion and devotion.

The seventh avtar of Lord
Vishnu and the King of
Ayodhya, Shree Ram,
was an ideal son, brother,
husband, friend and King.
He was married to Sitaji,
who also lead a life of an
ideal wife.

All the Deities in the Temple are looked after
very carefully by the Pujaris, just as looking
after living people.

Hanumaniji is a Deity in a form
a monkey, who plays such an
important part in the story of Lord
Ram during his exile, in the epic of
Ramayan. He is also considered
immortal, who still lives amongst
us protecting and guarding us
from forces of evil.

In Hindu tradition, the role of the
teacher, or guru, is very important.

Vishwakarma
Deity of all

is the presiding
craftsmen and

architects. Son of Brahma, he is the divine
draftsman of the whole universe, and the official
builder of all the Deities' palaces. Vishwakarma
is also the designer of all the flying chariots of the
gods, and all their weapons.

Shirdi Sai Baba of Shirdi holds a
_unique place in the rich tradition
of saints in India. Baba, an
embodiment of self-realization and
perfection, did not come solely to
" preach but to awaken mankind

through his messages of love and
righteousness.

Jalaram Bapa This shrine is
dedicated to the saint, known as
| Jalaram Bapa. Bhojal Ram Bapa
4| — Jalaram’s Guru, Virbai Mataji
| - Jalaram Bapa’s wife. Jalaram
Bapa represents devotion and
selfless work.

| Sitala Mataji literally means
the “Cool or healing Goddess”
incarnation of Goddess Durga, by

Baliya Dev represents a symbol

(Maharashtra of today). He was named Shivaji
after Shivai, the goddess of the fort. His mother,
Jijabai, raised him spiritually teaching him to
chant (repeat) the Lord's name and recited
various religious scriptures such as Ramayan
and Mahabharat when he was just a child.

She also taught him all the skills necessary
to become a just ruler. Under the care of his
mother and with the spiritual guidance of a
Saint, Ramdas Swami, young Shivaji grew up
to be an ideal King. He courageously led the
Marathas (people of that region) against the
oppressive rule of the Mughals (invaders from
Afghanistan). He established an ideal kingdom,
based on spiritual values like courage,
efficiency and tolerance for all religions, even
as the rest of India still suffered under Mughal
rule.

One day, while Shivaji Maharaj was attending
to some royal matters, he heard a homeless
man calling for alms. Immediately recognising
the voice as that of his Guru, Ramdas Swami,
Shivaiji rushed to greet him. He humbly invited
Swamiji and the devotees travelling with him,
into the palace. After they were seated and
fed a royal meal, Shivaji wrote something on a
piece of paper and offered it to Swamiji.

The devotees travelling with Swamiji were
curious. They had expected that the King
would offer Swamiji a royal meal and then a
donation; they wondered what he had written
on the piece of paper. Swamiji already knew,

from within, what Shivaji had offered and what
the devotees were wondering. So he told a
devotee to open the letter and read it out loud.
The letter was Shivaiji's will: disciple Shivaiji is
offering all property, wealth and kingdom to his
Guruji, Samartha Ramdas Swami.

Swamiji said, "If you offer me all this, even the
kingdom, then what will you do?" The King
replied, "I will offer myself completely to serve
you, at your feet."

Swamiji smiled and said, "Follow me then; let
us go around and ask for alms!"

Immediately, the King went into the palace and
returned in a few minutes dressed in simple
clothes. He joined the group asking for alms.
The seekers with Swamiji were stunned to see
the King's obedience and his willingness to
serve his Guruiji. After a little while the group,
including Shivaji, stopped to rest near a river.
Swamiji called everyone close and continued
the conversation with Shivaji.

Swamiji said,
“What is the use
of the kingdom
to me? Hence, |
will not keep the
kingdom you have
offered.  Swamiji
continued, "From
today onwards, |
appoint you as my
representative to rule the kingdom in God's
name."

Obediently, the disciple Shivaiji returned to his
Guruiji's palace and ruled the Guruiji's kingdom
as his representative and with his Guruiji's
grace, he ruled it righteously, in the name of
God.
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Moral of this story

The above story shows how much Shivaji
loved God and his Guruji. So much that he
could easily offer his entire kingdom at the
Guru's feet. It also shows that an ideal ruler
and a Hindu, would lead by example and rule
the kingdom as God's kingdom, for the good
of the people.

We hardly have the kind of wealth that Shivaji
Maharaj had, but we too, can offer whatever
we have to God. We can learn to do so by
daily offering our mind (by having best wishes

and pure feelings for others) and our intellect
(by following the path of righteousness and
making the right decisions in our lives).

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The following article unpacks
real experiences. As more
and more Hindus no longer
live in joint families where the
care of the parents is insured,
they, too, may face a deci-
sion sometime in their life to
either seek professional care
for their parents in a home, or
to recreate the joint family-a
challenging adventure, as we
shall see.

To assit my parents, | moved
back to our family home nine-
teen years ago and worked
to fulfil Gurudev’s advice.

My father passed away a
year later, and | have lived
with my mother since. These
guidelines, observations and
helpful hints have come to
light over time.

Parents live by different stan-
dards and life-style choices
than | do, and this made for a
challenging experience. But
true service is about the
person or persons being
served, not about the person
doing the serving.

Clearly, service is not about
our own beliefs, ideals and
standards on anyone else;
rather, it is about honoring
those we serve exactly

as they are.

Living with
aging parents

“Kindness, compromise and
tenacity are daily visitors as
I look after my 94-year-old mom”

As adult care-giving chil-
dren, we need all the skills
we can acquire for success-
fully and lovingly dealing with
our aging parents. Positive
discipline, the art of raising
children based on treating
each other with dignity and
respect, is invaluable. These
same positive discipline
guidelines, used to raise our
children and grandchildren
without violence, are perfect-
ly adaptable to all situations
and all age groups.

The ethical principles called
yamas and niyamas can be
applied even when aging
parents and adult care-giving
children are of different reli-
gions. Care is needed every
day and in every negotiation.
Communication skills are
essential and extra care must
be taken not to condescend
in any way. Being in total
harmony all of the time

takes attention, constant
inner vigilance, practice, per-
sistence and patience.

Whether the adult care-giving
child comes to live in the
home of the aging parent(s)
or the aging parent(s) come
to live in their child’s home,
the following practical guide-
lines are basically the same.

R
1) You are still the child:

Age seems to make no differ-
ence here. Kindness is needed
after an adult care-giving child,
age 67, has been reminded for
the fourth time in 15 minutes
to make sure that the front
door is locked. Caring parents
of any age seem to always
take pleasure in making sure
that their children are safe and
prepared for any eventuality.
Perhaps this keeps the mind
of an aging parent keen, active
and alert. It is wonderful to be
so lovingly looked after.




Take care of your aging parents and do not leave the job to strangers

2) Money Matters:

Parents learned to financially
survive and thrive and tend to
expect the exact same set of
financial priorities and stan-
dards from their children and
grandchildren when it comes
to money, spending

and investing. It can cause

a great deal of anxiety for
the parent when it seems as
though everyone younger is
squandering money.

If the parents have moved

to the child’s house, rather
than to theirs as | have done,
Gurudev advised financially
secure children to cover all
the expenses of the home and
not request rent or any money
from the parents. Of course,
that is not always possible

3) The Single Parent:

When one parent has passed
away, the surviving parent
often has expectations and
passes along the duties and
responsibilities of the de-
ceased partner to the care
giving child.

Negotiation skills are essential
here. Taking on and learning a
new skill can be an exhilarat-
ing exercise in resourcefulness
and ingenuity. It is up to the
care-giver to know the differ-
ence between what is possible
to learn and do and what must
be contracted out to others,

all according to the household
budget and the agreement of
all sides. It is OK to realize that
some tasks cannot reasonably
be done by you.

Most communities have won-
derful senior services avail-
able. Take advantage of them.
Some senior centres even of-
fer free exercise programs like
yoga and swimming (Shree
Hindu Temple provide free
yoga classes every week!).

4) Freedom versus
independence:

Having an aging parent is

like raising a teenager, only in
reverse. Responsibilities and
duties are only to be taken
over when it becomes abso-
lutely necessary. It can be very
hard to give up one’s indepen-
dence. Often the tendency of
the son or daughter is to do
everything for the parent. But

what seems to be kindness by

They should be left to balance
their own checkbooks and
dole out their own medica-
tions as long as they can do
so accurately. And yet, the
son or daughter should not
hesitate to take over any or
all responsibilities and duties
as it becomes necessary. It

is a very delicate dance, and
much prayer and sensitivity is
needed.

Asking the parent questions
like “Do you need my help?
Can | help you?” might just be
answered with, “No.” It is bet-
ter to ask, “How are you com-
ing along with that? Be sure
and let me know if | can help
you.” Changing a few words in
any sentence can set a more
harmonious and comfortable
tone.

There is another side to free-
dom. In 2012 my mother fell
twice, both times requiring
surgery. She has become so
frail that | dare not leave her
along for more than a few min-
utes. This means no trips to
the bank or the grocery store,
not even to the temple. | am a
care team of one and this has
dramatically changed my life.

5) No longer fit to drive:

When the parent is no longer
able to safely drive an auto-
mobile, the adult care-giving
child should cheerfully take
the parent wherever he or she
needs to go, safely and on
time. This becomes the joyful
job of the caretaker.

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8) Agreeing to disgree:

There are some basic life
issues that adult children

and parents may never

agree on - hot issues like
vegetarianism,charity,heaven
and hell. If argued about, or
even discussed, these issues
can cause constant dishar-
mony within the home. It is
good to identify such issues
early on and avoid becoming
entangled in the energy of two
egos wanting the satisfac-
tion of being right. Keeping
our opinions to ourselves and
allowing parents the dignity of
expressing their own beliefs is
how we honour them.

Living with an aging parent is
not about trying to change his
or her mind about anything.
Futility is a good teacher. As
a general rule, answer the
questions you are asked as
simply as possible and wait
for another question. It is not
a good idea to constantly tell
a parent what we think about
issues.

In living with others there are
always the little things that
can drive one another crazy.
Recognise what they are on
your side and see that they
never happen again. Make a
happy game out of this. For
example, Gurudev always told
us to leave a room cleaner
than we found it and to work
for the sake of the work, not
the praise that we expect from
it.

9) Accept your parents
as they are:

Changing another person

is simply impossible If our
aging parents annoy, disap-
point or frustrate us, the only
way that this can ever be
turned around is for us, as
adult care-giving children, to
absorb our reactions within
ourselves. Our aging parents
are teaching us how to be
aging parents. It is a wonder-
ful life lesson being taught
right before our very own
eyes. We may learn how to
be the perfect non-irritating,
aging parent for our own adult
children.

10) End-of-life issues:

Aging parents live their own
lives and will die on their
own terms. Expecting them
to make decisions according
to anyone else’s standards
and beliefs just sets us up
for heartache. It is so impor-
tant to support them by un-
conditionally honouring their
personal decisions about
living and dying. It can be
frustrating when they are not
willing or able to make even
small changes to improve
their life or health. Parents
have their own karma and
astrological timing.

The hospice movement is
an organization of devas or
angels put on this Earth to
assist the family when the
time to leave the body be-
hind comes. It is important
to recognise the inevitable
moment when their help
should be sought.
